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Call to order:

Mr. Karsten Boden welcomes everyone at this meeting and reminds the agenda for the day.

Minutes CPC June 2008:

The minutes are approved as presented by Pascal Rod.

WCNA 2010:

Scientific Program:

Dates for the World Congress will be: June 4th to June 7th 2010.

As a keynote Speaker, Pr. Rawald from Sweden is proposed, he is a good and stimulating speaker and he is specialised in pain management.

A presentation of the draft scientific program is done day by day and different topics and speakers are discussed. There are still some names missing for different topics. It will be asked to CNR to look at other proposals.

It is asked to reorganize the days by main topics as determined at the last CPC meeting. After discussions the program is presented differently with more coherence for sessions and less overlap for parallel sessions.

Sponsored speakers are listed, others having to be taken in charge on the Congress Budget.

The list of speakers needs to be finalized for December in order to print the program and get the approval for CE.

Workshops:

3 types of workshops are planned with theoretical session and hands-on sessions.

Airway:

There will be 8 sessions organized by languages:

1 in French, 1 in German and 8 in English

Epidural:

 8 sessions in English. The training mannequins should be rented to the AANA if there are no better offers in Europe.

Other workshops proposed are:

Blocks ( echography) and anesthesia Simulation.

Poster selection

The poster selection will be organized with the Education Committee participation according to rules defined in Copenhagen in 2007.
The 10 preselected posters will be orally presented on the last day.

The poster judgement will be out of the 10 preselected posters and will be on the 2nd day.

The Awards will be given on the last day plenary morning session.

Chairpersons:

Every session will be cochaired by a CNR and a Dutch volunteer. There is  a need for 16 chairpersons out of the CNRs.

A letter will be developed reminding duties for CNR and looking for volunteers for chairing.

Budget:

The budget is presented based on different participation numbers. The expected number is 1200 attendees with a break heaven at 932 paying participants.

The NOC is proposing to have a student fee, but according to decision taken in Ljubljana CPC meeting in fall 2007, student fees are not available for international congresses because of the lack of verification of student status.

If affordable, a lunch will be included in the fee.

Costs presented are realistic.

Mr. Boden reminds that some expences and incomes are missing and that the budget needs to be corrected including these amendments.

One important thing that needs to be defined is the relationship with the National Organization of Nurses, that is the Official body for the Slovenian branch of Nurse Anesthetists. It is reminded that it is an IFNA congress with as co-organizers the hosting country local committee. The National Nurses Organization is not supposed to be part of the organisation.
