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                   Nurses society of intensive care, anesthesia and resuscitation of Serbia, section anesthesia and resuscitation of Serbia in the period 2009 - 2010. was organized anesthetist for study exchanges, professional meetings and drafting relevant policies for clinical practice. 

                   During 2009, four anesthetist from Serbia spent 7 days in the Clinical Centre Ljubljana – Slovenia,and 3 Serbian anesthetist in Norway with the aim of education in the field of anesthesia and resuscitation with special emphasis on monitoring policies that are applied in the European Union.

                  Also, NSICARS hosted anestethetists from Slovenia to Serbia 7 days.

                  Knowledge gained in this training, anesthetist were transferred to Serbian colleagues through professional conferences.

                   Total has held one national congress with international participation in which was attended by 250 anesthetist, one national symposium in which participated 200 anesthetist, professional conferences in which took part 300 anesthetist Serbia.
                    Anesthetist from Serbia in the previous period were participans in the second and third Congress of Croatian Society of Nurses anesthesia, resuscitation, and transfusion of intensive care, and professional meetings in 2009 and 2010. in Slovenia.

                   Successfully was translated, printed and distributed in standard clinical practice issued by IFNA, reviewer's translation  by Zorica Kardos - Slovenia.

                   Translated manual is also IFNA CPCR - awaiting preparation, printing and distribution.
